
CONGAS –– The Conga are long single-headed drums that were brought to the Caribbean islands by Africans. They can
be played singly or in combinations of two or more drums. Traditionally, they are played in a seated 
position with the drums held between the legs. They may also be placed on a stand.
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(Alternative instruments: High Drum and Low Drum)
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
