TAMBORIM — The Tamborim (tam-bo-reem) is the smallest drum used in the Brazilian percussion ensemble
(Batucada). It is a single-headed drum about 6 inches in diameter similar to a small American
tambourine without jingles. It is held in the left hand at eye level and struck with a thin timbale-like
stick. The best tone is produced when the head is struck slightly off center.
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
