Known primarily as awriter of intimate songs, Chausson, who was a student of Massenet, a devotee of
Wagner, and a disciple of Franck, created in his short lifetime a body of work that encompasses all
genres. Educated as a lawyer, he never practiced, but was freed by a considerable inheritance from his
father, a public works contractor, to devote his life to music without financial worries. This pieceis
drawn from his Two Motets, Op. 6, of 1883, for voice, violin and keyboard. The vocal parts are
constructed from Chausson's origina melody, using the harmonies from the origind piano
accompaniment, which is given undtered in this edition. When played on the organ, some
accommodations will need to be made, such astaking the low B in mm. 4, 21, and 63, up an octave.
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
